he concept of divine revelation is rarely discussed in contemporary philosophy of religion. What I offer is a theory of divine revelation from the philosophical point of view. It is not the traditional questions of the possibility and necessity of revelation that I want to consider, but rather I wish to offer an analysis of the problem that, if there is divine revelation, what it is like. I argue that divine revelation is radical, that is to say it is about God’s life. Thus revelation is not merely propositional, not even only historical, but above all radical, i. e. ultimate, encompassing, and full. This point has the important consequence that radical revelation, precisely because of this character, is not merely disclosing or making manifest, but also concealing and making non-manifest. Religion, in its practical life and theoretical content, is inherently dependent on the reality of revelation – a reality that must be seen as the core of the philosophy of religion. 
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
